Call for Papers
The program committee seeks papers describing the design, application, and validation of security technologies. Submissions across a broad range of development phases are encouraged, from exploratory research and proof-of-concept studies to practical application, deployment of the technology, and interesting overview papers. See Levin and Redell [Lev88] for excellent advice on how to write a good paper.

Refereed Papers
Papers that have been formally reviewed and accepted will be presented during the mini conference; the number of presentations is limited to 5. See Peyton Jones et al [Pey93b] for excellent advice on how to present a paper.
Best Paper Awards
A prize will be given at the conference for the best paper.

How to Submit Papers
Papers should represent novel scientific contributions related to at least on of the topics listed above. Both the work described in the paper and the paper itself must be complete at the time of the submission. Papers should be at most 6 (six) typeset A4 size pages using an 11 pt font or larger. Papers should be handed in on paper. Submission should be anonymous! (Please bring 4 copies).
Reviewing, Selection and Presentation
On the day of the hand in, each paper will be assigned to three students for peer review. You should bring 4 copies of your paper, one for each of the reviewers and one for the lecturer. All submissions will be judged on originality, contribution to the field, clarity, and correctness. Please fill in a review form for each paper that you have read and hand the forms in. The review results will be tallied so that the 5 best papers can be selected for presentation.
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
